Married Helen Pitts, a white feminist.

Served as minister to the Republic of Haiti.
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Elizabeth Cady Stanton (1815 — 1902)

Married Henry Stanton and went with him to World
Anti-Slavery Convention in London.

With Lucretia Mott, organized the Seneca Falls Con-
vention on women’s rights.

With Susan B. Anthony, founded the Woman’s State

Temperance Society.

With Anthony, founded the American Equal Rights
